26 Nebuchadnezzar 
went closer to the flaming furnace and said to the three young men, “You 
servants of the Most High God, come out at once!” They came out, 27 and the 
king’s high officials, governors, and advisors all crowded around them. The men 
were not burned, their hair wasn’t scorched, and their clothes didn’t even smell 
like smoke. 28 King Nebuchadnezzar said: Praise their God for sending an angel to 

rescue his servants! They trusted their God and refused to obey my commands. Yes, 
they chose to die rather than to worship or serve any god except their own. 29 And I 
won’t allow people of any nation or race to say anything against their God. 
Anyone who does will be chopped up and their houses will be torn down, because no 
other god has such great power to save. 30 After this happened, the king appointed 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego to even higher positions in Babylon Province.
